First- Method of Submitting the offers:
The offers should be submitted in a main sealed
envelope, signed by the bidder, clearly bearing name
and address of the bidder, the announcement subject &
No., closing date, name & address of G.F.T.O.-head
office. This big envelope should contain two sealed
separated ones as follows:

5- Indicate the bidder chosen domicile (stating avenue,
street, No. of Bldg. in details and No. of fax and
phone) to advise him all legal and administrative
correspondence and others. His chosen domicile stated
in his offer will be binding to him even if he moved to
another one unless he notifies G.F.T.O in writing of
his new domicile; otherwise, all notifications sent to
his first chosen domicile will be definitely correct.
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6-For internal offer:

8-A declaration from the bidder stating that he has no
factory, company or branch office in Israel and that he
is not a shareholder in any establishment or foundation
in Israel. He should not be a part in a contract of
manufacturing, assembly, license or technical
assistance with any establishment, body or person in
Israel and he shall not practice such activity in Israel
neither by himself nor by a mediator and will not in
any way support Israel or its military works.
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9- A document confirming that the product is duly
registered at Ministry of Health.
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10- Abiding by supplying the product having at least
3/4 (three quarters) of its shelf life at delivery except
the blood derivatives and the vaccines which should
have at least %/3 (two thirds).
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11-The bidder should submit an undertaking for
replacing the products which are nearly to expire with
good active products of the same kind (subject of the
contract) only for one time or with a financial
compensation or any kind produced by the company to
be specified by a mutual agreement between the two
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parties and the products which remained without
selling in warehouses of GFTO and applicants, in
addition to compensation of the goods contradictory
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with the technical specifications according to a written d-dalt elgal
request from the applicants to GFTO at least 6 months

before the expiry date 5

-Only one offer can be accepted from a bidder, and the
earliest offer registered in G.F.T.O tenders register
department will be considered the accredited one.
Getting back, completing or amending offers after
being registered is not permitted.

-If necessary time for legalization is short, a copy of
the documents can be submitted with undertaking to be
legalized and sent later on.

-As soon as he submits his offer, the bidder is
considered as having understood, comprehended and
accepted all conditions mentioned in the financial and
legal conditions book.

-The offers will be unfolded and studied according to
the items /22-23/ of Law no /51/ for 2004 as follows:
"Art. 22-

A: The payment orderer is permitted to define in
advance the highest price that can be accepted in the
result of the tender based on a report issued by a
committee formed for this purpose. This price should
be put in a sealed envelope and to be opened in the
tender session without declaring its content to the
attendant bidders.

B- If there is no prices offered equal to or less than the
price mentioned in para .(A) of this article, the
committee has to ask the bidders to submit new prices
in sealed envelopes in same session. This procedure
will not be repeated during the session. If the new
prices are not equal to the estimated prices or if they
are more than 5% of them, the tender committee will
announce the failure of the tender.

Article-23:

-GFTO has the right to divide the tender materials
among the bidders as it deems it suitable for its benefit.
Part of the tender materials will be referred to a bidder
without having the right to object except the following
products:( Mycophenolate Sodium with all standers-
Everolimus with all standers).

c-Any shortage in the required documents or in the
technical specifications, however, the committee has
the right to give the bidders a time limit to complete
the documents in their offers except for the bid bonds
and prices .

-The tender committee has the right to accept offers,
which include reservations in case the bidder agrees at
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the beginning of tender session and before declaring
the prices, to cancel his reservations and to abide by
the conditions book provisions in writing.

Second: Partial Offers & Partial Confirmation:
1-Confirmed quantity is GFTO option and GFTO has
the right to divide the confirmed quantity to be

- Regard the products that GFTO keep reserve amount
from it , The value of the performance bond will be
released only after passing six months from the date of
last technical receipt report in the organization.
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3-GFTO has the right to retain the performance bond to
guarantee the good performance of the contract and to
deduct the late penalties and all compensations arose
from the damage and defect that may be caused to
GFTO due to contractor's default of the in fulfilling his
commitments.
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Fifth: Signing the Contract:
- The contractor has to supply GFTO within a period

of fifteen days from the date of notifying the
confirmation letter (awarding the offer) with a
proforma invoice indicating origin of goods, supply
period, quantity, unit price, total value, packing, name
and address of the manufacture, exporting company,
port of shipment, destination port, technical
specifications and the account Number to be settled to.
-The contractor should sign the contract within /20/
days (for internal bidder) and /30/ days (for external
bidder) from the date of awarding .In case of his non-
attendance or abstention to sign the contract, the
submitted bond will be confiscated and GFTO has the
right to ask him for the whole damages.

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Seventh: Shipping Documents for external offer:

* Seller has to submit all the documents required in the
L/C and to be reached the buyer's Bank via the
correspondent Bank and delivered to GFTO before
arrival of the goods.

certified by the chamber of commerce and legalized
by S.A.R consulate at beneficiary country.

e Certificate of origin 3 copies, one of which certified
by the chamber of commerce certifying the origin of
the goods and legalized by Syrian Arab Republic
consulate (if any) showed producer name, weight,
quantity, number without mention the goods value.

eIn case of non-duly legalization, the commercial
invoice and the certificate of origin will be legalized
in Syria on seller account plus penalty incurred on
the consular fees as per the decree no. 11/2014.

-GFTO may effect the partial settlement, which should
not exceed 80% of the delivered medicines value when
the contractor delivered 50% at least of the contractual
total value to the applicant

-In case the financial offer is submitted in Euro,
Settlement in Syrian Pounds will beon the day
following the date of receiving of each lot and
according to the Euro Exchange price stated in the
Foreign Currency Exchange report issued by the
Central Bank of Syria according to the notification of
Minister presidency No. 26/15/B dated 21/10/2015 .
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Ninth: Taxes, Dues & Administrative expenses:
The contractor will be bear the following:

1. Consular legalization fees will be as per the
decree No.2 for 2018.

2. Contract stamp duty at rate of eight per thousand
of the total contract value for the two copies of the
contract will be as per the legislative decree No. 44
dated 6/5/2005 to be paid to Damascus finance
directorate, Account No. 3541/23 the Central bank
of Syria within thirty days from the day that follows
the date of advising the opened L/C or date of giving
the commencement order in case payment is by a
banking transfer, otherwise, the incurred fine equal
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5-Regarding the following vaccines DT children,

MMR vaccine) the supplier has to abide by the

following :

I The receipt location is the central warehouse of
Ministry of health after a prior advice of one week
at least.

2 Each parcel should be fitted with CCM (cooling
control monitor) special for transporting the
vaccines and to be put during packing the parcel in
the factory

3 [Each vaccine package should be fitted with
suitable VVM

4 The expiry date should be the same for the whole
shipment and it should not be less than %/3 shelf-
life at the receipt .

5 The shipment should be sent by air directly from
the factory to Syrian Arab Republic

6 The shipment should not be sent during the official
holidays in Syrian Arab Republic.

7 Each shipment should have one electronic
temperature recorder to measure the temperature
from the moment of sending the shipment from the

The vaccine should be duly registered at Ministry

of health or certified by the world health

organization.

7- The following pharmaceutical forms (ampoule, vial,

flacon)-(prefilled syringe, pen)-(capsules and tablets)

will be considered at the same technical level. It is
possible to accept any of them if the price is cheaper.

If no offer is submitted for the above mentioned

pharmaceutical forms and the original required

calibers (titers), it is possible to accept offers for
different pharmaceutical forms and titers but provided
to get the approval of the applicant before concluding
the contract with the bidder , based on the letter of the
Ministry of Health No. 18/2 dated 10/5/2022
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Eleventh: Offer-Binding Period:

The bidder should keep bound to his own offer for /90
days/ at least from the day following the latest date for
submitting offers. The awarded bidder should commit
to his offer for /90/ days starting from the day
following date of notifying him confirmation in
writing.
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to the doubled stamp duty has to be paid.

3-The local administrative fees 5% of contract stamp
duty.

4- Fee of rebuilding 10% of total taxes and direct
and indirect fees incurred on the contract.

5-The awarded bidder will bear the announcement
and filming sessions charges.

6- The contractor will bear all taxes, fees and
charges incurred on the contract concluded with
him.

7-The commissions of opening the L/C inside Syria
are on GFTO account and outside Syria are on the
beneficiary account, except for the L/C confirmation
fees which only for one foreign correspondent bank
are to be on the buyer account.

8-Internal bidder will bear the administrative
expenses at rate of 1% of the total value of the
contract.
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Tenth: Technical Conditions

1-The external and internal Bidder should undertake to
carry out the analysis as per the instructions of the
Ministry of Health before receiving by applicants for
the products.

2 The supplier has to bear the costs of the analysis in
the Syrian Laboratories and the value of the samples if
the supplied product needs to be analyzed.

3-The supplier has to abide by carrying out all the
analysis on the patients before use the product, if the
products requires that and as per the instruction of the
applicant.

4-Regarding the Cancer drugs and as per the remarks
stated in the medicines list accredited for Tumor
diseases treatment

a-Regarding Trastuzumab, the supplier has to carry
out HER2 analysis by the method of Fish Or Cish on
all the patients using this medicine.

b-Regarding Pertuzumab 240, the supplier has to
carry out HER2 analysis by the method of Fish Or
Cish and to supply an equivalent quantity of
Trastuzumab Free of Charge, to be used together
because as per the international recommendations,
there are no indications for using Pertuzumab only by
itself, but to be administered in compatible with
Trastuzumab. ’
d-Regarding Vemurafinib, the supplier "has to carry
out the BRAF analysis on its own expense.

e- Regarding Ruxolitinib the supplier has to carry out
all the molecular and genetic analysis required for
using this medicine.

f- Regarding Atezulimab the supplier has to carry out
PDLI1, ALK analysis required for using this medicine
g - Regarding Osimertinib the supplier has to carry
out EGFR, T790M analysis required for using this
medicine
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Twelfth: Increase or decrease the quantities:
G.F.T.O has the right to increase or decrease the

required quantity during period of contract execution
at a percentage of (30%) per each item or material
separately at the same terms, specifications and prices
stated in the contract without the necessity for a new
contract provided that total increase or decrease
should not exceed 25% of total contract value .The
contractor will be granted an additional period to be fit
with the nature and amount of the increase incurred on
items and works of the contract.
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Thirteenth: Excuses:

The contractor will be held fully liable for all his
commitments and delay penalties due as soon as the
agreed on dates start as per the contract concluded with
him, needless of any notice or procedure by GFTO.
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Fourteenth: Settlement of Disputes & Arbitration
-All Disputes arising between the two parties will be

solved amicably, otherwise it will be referred to
Syrian administrative court and our organization has
the option to refer the subject to arbitration before the
state council in Syrian Arab Republic.
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Fifteenth: Seller’s Infringement of Contractual
Obligations:

In case the contractor breaches the execution of the
contract, buyer has the full right to claim compensation
for all losses, damages and due price differences in
addition to the whole rights stated in the Law NO.
51/2004 and decree No. 450/2004.
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Sixteenth: Guaranty:

-The period of guaranty for the items, subject of this
announcement, will be from the date of receipt report
and till expiry of the validity. The contractor will be
bound to replace any quantity of the concluded product
which has been expired , not used and remained unsold
in the warechouses of GFTO or applicants with the
same kind stated in the contract or by financial
compensation or by any other kind produced by the
company (by a mutual agreement between the two
parties). The replaced product will be subject to the
same period of guaranty.

- The products have to be replaced by good active ones
only for one time and the contractor should be
informed six months at least prior of the expiry date
for replacing the products which is nearly to expire.
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Seventeenth: Concession of Contract:

-The contractor has no right to concade any work or
partial works under the contract; nor can he refer them
all or in part to other people as subcontractors unless
he obtains a written consent from GFTO, provided
such consent never obliges GFTO whatever it may be
the case to take part into any relation with
subcontractors and never releases the contractor from
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his obligations and responsibilities (technical,
administrative, legal and penal) towards GFTO as per
the provisions of the contract.
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Eighteenth: Contract extension due to Force major
--Contractor should perform his obligations in the

fixed dates. In case there is any delay in executing
these obligations due to force majeure circumstances
or unforeseen events which neither party has relation
with and not expected upon signing the contract, the
contractor has the right to request extension of these
dates during execution period in accordance to said
circumstances against a written letter clarifying same
to be submitted to G.F.T.O within (15) days as from
the date of occurrence of such circumstances or sudden
events under pains of losing his right to ask for
extension and his right to object on the penalties which
may incur on him as a result from such delay.
